CRASH THE BOARDS: When a player or players aggressively to rebound the 
ball. Often refers to when the offensive team goes after their own missed 
shots.
FADE AWAY JUMPER: A jump shot taken while the shooter is moving (leaning 
back) away from the basket.
HAND-CHECKING: A foul that happens when a player uses his hands to 
obstruct another player’s movement.
TRAILER: An offensive player who is following the play up court on a fast 
break, but because he is following the play he has a good chance of not being 
guarded and might be able to make a play because of this.

He is known simply as ‘Sav’ 
and is an icon of the 
Wollongong Hawks, a 
club he has represented 
for 17 seasons.

Glen Saville has enjoyed 
a stellar career that 
has seen him win an NBL 
championship, the Grand Final 
MVP award and represent 
Australia as a member of the 
Boomers.

Last week, Saville pulled on his 
Hawks uniform for the 500th 
time in his career. The 197cm 
swingman became just the 
second Hawks player to reach 
that milestone, joining teammate 
Mat Campbell. 

Sav debuted for the Hawks on 
April 22, 1995 in a game against 
the Hobart Devils. He scored 11 
points in his first NBL outing and 
added three rebounds and a 
steal. Now, almost 17 years later, 
Saville leads the Hawks in nearly 
every major statistical category. 

He is first on Wollongong’s all-
time lists in points (6654), 
rebounds (3911), assists (1781), 
steals (760) and blocks (411). 

About the only category the 

native of Bendigo (Victoria) 
doesn’t head up in the Hawks’ 
honour rolls is that of games 
played. In that category, 
teammate Campbell is currently 
ahead on 517 games. 

Saville would have had that 
mark too if it wasn’t for the 
fact he played the 2007/08 
NBL season as a member of 
the Sydney Kings team that 
ultimately finished as runners-up 
to the Melbourne Tigers. Those 
37 games in Kings’ purple and 

gold cost Saville the Hawks’ 
games-played record, but it is 
clear all has been forgiven for his 
dalliance with the Kings. 

After all, Saville was the man 
who led the Hawks to their 
only title in 2001, winning the 
Larry Sengstock Medal as the 
championship round’s most 
valuable player in the process. 

When he eventually retires, he 
will be remembered as one of 
the greatest Hawks ever, if not 
the greatest.
